CLEAR VISION TRIANGLE:  City Code 9-6-7(A)(5) states that the clear vision triangle is defined by a straight line connecting points forty feet (40’) back from roadway and/or railroad edges where they cross each other at the intersection.  Trees shall be pruned so as to not obstruct the clear vision triangle.  Shrubs and ground covers within the clear vision triangle shall not exceed 42 inches in height at maturity and fences cannot exceed 36 inches.
